B25 ADDERLY BENEATH are deposited the mortal remains of John Adderly (Late of Mountsorrel) who was 

many years a member of this Church and who in an eminent degree cultivated the temper 
and manifested the conduct which elevate and adorn the Christian character. In him was 
exhibited a bright example of conjugal affection and parental tenderness. After a long and 
painful affliction, sustained with a patience and fortitude truly Christian, he calmly resigned his 
spirit on the 25th of December 1819 in the 55th year of his age. Mary, Relict of the late John 
Adderly who lived in the state of widowhood for the space of twenty years, during part of 
which time she was the subject of painful affliction which was one means under the divine 
blessing of her obtaining salvation through a crucified REDEEMER and leaving a pleasing 
testimony that she was made a partaker of the saving grace of GOD.
