Mr Southam from Wood L ane questioned why, when the recent repairs were carried out
to the traffic ramps, wasn’'t the one at Sarson Street attended to as, in his opinion it
required the most work. The Chairman replied that he didn’t know why it hadn’t been
repaired however, the intention is to remove all the traffic calming ramps and replace
them with tarmac ones.

04/70 MINUTESOF THE MEETING HELD ON 6™ APRIL 2004

04/72 POLICING MATTERS

The Chairman welcomed PC Neil Smith, the new Community Beat Officer and Mr Chris
Kendal, the Community Support Officer to the meeting.



It was noted that a Community Consultation evening is due to be held in the village hall
on Thursday 20" May.

Chief Inspector Feavyour has accepted the Council’ s invitation to attend a meeting and
will be present at the July meeting.

The following matters of concern were raised:

Parking outside the restaurants in the evening causing traffic difficulties,
particularly Halinas.

Increase in criminal damage this year, particularly car crime. Mr Kendal
mentioned that one person recently arrested admitted to more than 250 car crimes
in the area.

Drug abuse —would incidents decrease if students were kept in college at
lunchtimes? Mr Kendal noted that the problem with students is more to do with
truancy that drug taking. The police and the college are working in partnership to
combat any form of anti-social behaviour. At the college’ sinvitation adrug
sniffer dog was brought into the campus last year, but no drugs were detected.
Occasionally very small quantities of drugs have been found on peoplein the
village but no Class A drugs have ever been detected. The recent myth that
cannabis has been semi-legalised has been dispensed with. Anyone caught with
drugs in Quorn will be arrested.

Station Road car park. Mr Kendal noted that too many vehicles are abusing the
one-way system. He requested that the road layout and marking be looked when
the areais to be resurfaced in the near future.

04/73 MATTERSARISING

1 Village Hall Committee. The minutes of the meeting held on 19" April had been

circulated. Beer Festival. The comment was made that the Council might expect
additional income other than just hiring charges as the event isso large. Mrs
Bloodworth noted that a meeting was arranged with CAMRA for 24" May to
discuss an alternative beer festival event. CAMRA intendsto ask the village hall
committee for assistance with the organisation.

No progress has been with seeking a fundraiser for the village hall extension.

2 TheBanks An additional £1,300 has had to be found to turf rather than seed the

grassed areas. The suggestion was made that the fencing should be Ieft in place
until the end of the school term to protect the newly grassed areas. A local
person has indicated his willingness to water the turf and shrubs. Thiswill be
discussed in more detail next month.

Litter bins had to be removed from this phase of the scheme dueto cost. Clir
Mrs Templeman reminded Members that £2,000 has been allocated in the



Recreation budget for litter bins and fencing. It was agreed that Clerk will ask
Bellinger Design to obtain a design and costings for litter bins from the
manufacturers of the street furniture.

The additional grant from FLAG actually amounted to £9,761.45 not the £10,200
originally suggested.

A meeting will be arranged to consider Phase 2 of the overall scheme.

Footpath Report and Footpath K33 The April report was distributed to all
present. The footpath wardens are concerned that K33 remains blocked by the
landowner. The suggestion is that the Council writes to the landowner asking
him to remove the obstructions and questioning whether he would be interested
in contributing financially to the extinguishment of this path which only leads to
the bypass.

After discussion it was agreed to wait until the outcome of the imminent planning
application for this area.

Consultation and communication with L eicestershire County Council The Chief
Executive has responded again to the Council’ s concern at the lack of
consultation and referred to future meeting arranged with the Highways officers.
He suggests matters of concern are raised at that meeting.

CCTV The arranged demonstration did not take place. The representative now
wishes to attend the June meeting of Council to demonstrate the cameras. ClIr
Mrs Templeman noted that she is obtaining the contact details of a number of
local firmswhich deal in CCTV. It was agreed that the demonstration should
start at 6.30pm at the June meeting with the Council meeting to start at 7.00pm as
usual.

Dower House Gardens — parking issues The County Council has acknowledged
that it ‘may be beneficial’ to extend the double yellow lines up to the first two
driveways. It is pointed out however, that this scheme would receive low priority
in the County’ s ranking assessment scheme. A copy of the letter will be passed
to Mr Moxon, the original complainant.

Christmas Lighting A grant of £2,000 has been awarded by Charnwood Borough
Council. ClIr Mrs Templeman has a so received an anonymous donation of £60
from an appreciative resident.

School Travel Plan Cllr Mrs Templeman noted that the School Travel Planis
now on the village website. A launch week is planned with stickers, balloons,
medals, posters etc. The County Council has agreed to put zig-zag lines around
the school in two-three weeks time. Pedestrian lights will be incorporated with
the redesigned and upgraded Farley Way traffic lights which is on the reserve list

for capital projectsfor thisyear. .

9 Royal British Legion — request for donation It was noted that the Royal British
Legion no longer have arequirement for the grant.

04/74 COUNTY COUNCIL MATTERS

1 Bus service changes ClIr Stirling declared a personal interest in this matter.
Information related to proposed changes to bus services was circul ated to
Members.

04/75 BOROUGH COUNCIL MATTERS

04/76 PLANNING MATTERS

Fishing development at Quorn Borrow Pit An enforcement notice has been served within
the last few days and will come into effect on June 4™. Within one month the use should
cease and within three months the fishing stages and hardcore should be removed.

Del Rosa Developments Ltd — Beacon View Park  This company has forwarded to the
Council a planning report in support of its intention to submit a planning application for
the creation of abusiness and technology centre at Beacon View Park.

The proposals looked impressive but the Members were concerned consideration should
be given to mixed usage rather than just high technology units. It was generally felt that
the principle of improving the physical aspect of the site isto be applauded. Once a
planning application has been submitted and the Council formally consulted, specific
observations would be made.

programme of lunchtime supervision which would enable schools and colleges to
keep students on their sites during lunchtimes?

e Doesthe County Council have any specific plansto improve communication and
consultation with Parish Councils especially when highway works are proposed
within the relevant parish? If the County Council is aware of impending works
due to be carried out by other agencies, can this information be passed onto the
Parish Council affected?

04/90 GENERAL VILLAGE MATTERS

ClIr Hutchinson has received an invitation to attend a burying of atime capsule ceremony
at Garats Hay on 27" May. He will take the opportunity to forge links between the new
college and the Parish Council.

ClIr Child noted that the fence around the lake on Kelcey Road has been repaired again.

Complaints have been received about the amount of grit and dust in the village. 1t was
noted that Charnwood are four weeks behind on the road cleaning schedule.

Thanks were offered to ClIr Child for organising a successful May Day fair.

Thereis still an unauthorised BMX track on the Grammar School land opposite
Loughborough Road Nursery. The Clerk will make inquiries as to whether the school
would be prepared to regularise the situation by leasing the land to the Parish Council

It was reported that the new village entry sign at the bottom of Barrow Road has been
deliberately damaged.

Minutes of the Cave's Field meeting will be available next month. The Council will be
asked to consider, depending on the view of the Guide Trust, either allowing the Guides
to own a piece of the land freehold for building a new meeting place on or to hold along
lease.

Cllr Mrs Harrison reported that regular car boot sales are being advertised at the Manor
House pub. Charnwood Borough Council will be informed.
