The 137 pupils, aged from 3 to 19 years, 
will benefit from a full range of facilities in-
cluding a hydrotherapy pool, multi sensory 
rooms and science and design rooms.

Forest Way Special School is the 3rd new 
Area Special School to be built in Leices-
tershire during the last 5 years and has 
been funded by a government grant and 
Leicestershire County Council.  

The positioning of Forest Way Special 
School means it can work very closely 
with the 3 other schools on the site, War-
ren Hills Primary School, Castle Rock High 
School and King Edward VII College.

A wind turbine on site means the school 
meets some of the energy requirements 
and through donations and fund raising 
efforts, other enhanced facilities include in-
door and outdoor sensory play equipment 
and a stunning forest themed ‘heart’ of the 
school providing sensory experiences for 
pupils.

Biffaward Small Grants 
2009 Scheme now open

The Biffaward Small Grants  Scheme is 
ideal for groups seeking a small amount of 
money to make a difference to a local facil-
ity e.g. community building, nature reserve, 
cultural facility or outdoor space.  

The Small Grants Scheme offers quicker 
access to lower levels of funding to make 
these projects happen. You can apply for 
between £250 and £5,000. Your project 
must not cost more than £10,000 in total. 

The main criteria are:

•The project’s site is within 10 miles of a 
Biffa operation.

•The project’s site is also within 10 miles of 
a landfill site (owned by any company).
 
•The project is eligible to be registered with 
ENTRUST under category D.
 
•There will be a minimum of 104 days of full 
public access to the project per year..
 
•The grant will be used for site-based 
improvement work, not for equipment or 
running costs.
 
•You should only apply for money for work 
that will take place in the future.
